• Associate degree graduates from other institutions and other students who have completed the 90 semester hour 
requirement at other institutions cannot compete for the Florida State College at Jacksonville applicant cohort seats.  These 
students can compete in the general pool of NSU Jacksonville PA applicants. The general pool of applicants to the NSU 
Physician Assistant program must have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.8 (on a 4.0 scale) and a 
natural and behavioral science GPA of 2.8, upon completion of the required 90 semester hours. 

• All NSU prerequisite courses must be completed with a grade of “C” or above. 
• All 90 semester credit hours must be earned at a regionally accredited institution.  The required 30 upper division semester 

credit hours must be completed prior to admission to the NSU PA program.  Students can select any regionally accredited 
institution to complete the upper division hours.
